Event Report: Leading Through Disruption—Who Will Be
the Winners?

Overview

GHG Khalsa Institutes recently organized a landmark invited lecture
featuring Mr. Uday Gill, Director at Vardhman Textiles Limited and
member of the International Textile Manufacturers Federation (ITMF),
Zurich. The event, attended by the management, principals, faculty,
and students, focused on the central theme: "Leading Through
Disruption: Who Will Be the Winners?"

The Call to Readiness

The session was inaugurated by S. Manjit Singh Gill, President of the
Governing Council, alongside Dr. Pargat Singh Garcha and Dr.
Satwinder Kaur. The speakers collectively emphasized that the world is
no longer just changing—it is being "disrupted" by Al and robotics. To
survive, the academic community must move from being passive
observers to active participants in this technological evolution.

Key Discussion: Defining the "Winners"

Mr. Uday Gill's keynote address moved beyond technical definitions,
focusing on the mindset required to lead in an era of constant change.
He proposed that in the race through Industry 4.0 and toward Industry
6.0, the "Winners" will be defined by three specific capabilities:

1. Mastering the Three Mega Trends

The winners will be those who can operate at the intersection of three
converging domains:

Digital: Leveraging Al, 5G, and Predictive Intelligence to move from
"hindsight to foresight."

Physical: Utilizing Advanced Robotics and "Human-Machine Synergy"
(Cobotics) to enhance productivity without losing the human touch.
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Biological: Embracing Synthetic Biology and Regenerative Design to
create sustainable, net-positive business models.

2. Agility and "Self-Disruption”

Mr. Gill noted that the most successful individuals and organizations
are those willing to "disrupt themselves" before the market does. This
involves:

Continuous Renewal: Treating education as a lifelong process rather
than a degree-based endpoint.

Technological Compatibility: Ensuring that human nature and
technology work in harmony, rather than in competition.

3. Proactive Skill Acquisition

A "winner" does not wait for retraining; they seek it. Mr. Gill urged
students to take charge of their careers by:

Identifying Emerging Roles (e.g., Al Ethics, Regenerative Architects,
Urban Miners).

Enrolling in MOOCs (Massive Open Online Courses) to stay ahead of
the traditional curriculum.

Strategic Insights for the Future

The lecture highlighted that as disruption reshapes the world, the
leadership mantle will pass to those who view Sustainability and
Innovation as two sides of the same coin.

"Disruption is not a threat to stability; it is a catalyst for renewal. The
winners will be those who turn every technological shift into an
enduring advantage." — Mr. Uday Gill

Conclusion

The event concluded with a vibrant Q&A session, leaving the faculty
and students with a clear roadmap: to lead, one must embrace the
disruption.

The management of GHG Khalsa reaffirmed their commitment to
integrating these global trends into the institutional framework to
ensure their graduates emerge as the "winners" of tomorrow.
